At the heart of the City’s High-Impact Service Delivery Programme lies the Inner-City Revitalisation 
Project, a bold, cross-cutting initiative aimed at upgrading bulk infrastructure, refurbishing 
abandoned buildings, installing safe public lighting, and restoring dignity to the urban core.
